EQUIPMENT POLICY
 

 

We would ask that you all read and familiarise yourselves with the following procedures on equipment. It is important that everybody has read this (even if you do not intend to stay and help) since statistically movement of, and around, equipment is responsible for the most accidents within the sport.
 

General
	
	Although it may vary between venues the Club recommends that, wherever possible, the equipment is stored away in a locked cupboard and that individual trampolines are secured against unauthorised use by padlocks.
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	The equipment should not be set out or used without the presence of an appropriate coach, since there are considerable health and safety implications both in the movement (folding / unfolding) of the trampolines and also in their positioning within the hall.
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	It is vital that shoes should always be worn to protect against injury when the equipment is packed away.
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	Only appropriately trained personnel actually rig and de-rig the trampolines.
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	While the trampolines are in use, roller stands and other items will be stored away so that nobody can fall onto, or over them.
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	All Coaches are reminded to observe all people (including Centre Staff) whilst rigging and de-rigging equipment and to intervene as and when required. 


 

Maintenance

Clubs own equipment

The Club recognises its responsibility to provide and maintain a safe facility. Any defects are to be reported to the Lead Coach or committee member so they can be dealt with appropriately.

The Club will:

1) Carry out routine checks as per the BG code of conduct.

2) Organise year servicing by an appropriate outside company.

Centres equipment

As above and to also ensure that any defects are reported to the Duty Manager and that they are logged.
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
