Glasgow Trampoline Club Transferring between Clubs
It can be an upsetting experience for a coach when a Trampolinist that they have invested considerable time in leaves the club. It can be particularly hard if the parents / guardians have not discussed the matter with the coach. 
If a trampolinist / parent from another club approaches us requesting membership or a trial at Glasgow Trampoline Club, we are ethically bound to contact their existing coach or club to inform them before they can begin training with us.
Similarly if one of our squad wants to seek alternative training, we will not try to stop them. We would however request that we are involved in the decision-making process from an early stage.
If a trampolinist leaves a club, the existing club should complete a transfer form, which should be given to the departing trampolinist. The new club should complete the relevant sections and return the transfer form to the membership department.
It should be noted that once a trampolinist has transferred to a new club they must not represent their new club in a team competition until the start of the new competition year (January 1st). In other words, if a gymnast transfers during a competition year (January - December), they can still compete as an individual but may not in any way contribute to a team event.

	Members will at all times co-operate with other members. They will not disparage or intimidate members or poach members from their principal club.

	Members will not coach a gymnast without permission of the gymnast's own coach. Acceptance of a squad will imply agreement to be trained by other coaches.
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	Members will not question the decision of officials except through accepted procedures
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	Members will not be members of more than one club at any one time except with the permission of the principal club and provided no conflict of interest arises.
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	Members accept that they must at all times use their knowledge as objectively as possible and maintain a scrupulous fairness in their dealings with others.
