Waiting List Policy

In the event of all the places being taken in both the recreational and competitive classes in the club, potential members will be allocated a place on the waiting list for induction into the club.

When a place becomes available for the performer in any part of the club a place will be offered as follows.  Waiting list members from Group 1 will have priority over waiting list members in Group 2 and so on. Within each group a first come first served basis will apply.

“Skilled” is defined as experienced in Trampolining and can already ably somersault forwards and backwards as assessed by at least 2 coaches.

The above waiting list policy works in tandem with the recognised BG equity policy such that there will be no discrimination on any other grounds other than above. Waiting list members of lower natural ability will be allowed to join the club but may be advised to join the general classes.
Performers with special needs
Once the club has a special needs coach, waiting list members with special needs will be accommodated in this class with a simple first come first served waiting list in operation once the class is full.
